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As we do not know anything definite-that is, by means of

scientific experiments and calculations-about the origin of

human life and its destinies after the bodily death, it is better to

concentrate all our energies on the development of our

material and intellectual possibilities without allowing
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ourselves to be hampered by transcendental ethics and moral
pastulates based on presumptions which defy scientific

proof.(”)

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Free trade is merely a euphamism for freedom from
governamental restrictions for transnational corporations. Of
the world tap 100 economies, based on Comparison of annual
corporate sales and a nation's GDP, 51 were the Companies
and 49 were countries. According to the Washington based
Institute for Policy Studies the top 200; the risé of
globalacorporate power (2000) by 1999 sony, Philip- Morris
and at were all bigger than pakistan, just as IBM was bigger

than Singapore.(")
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“The Capitalist class has a business plan for education and
business plan in education. The former centres on socially
producing labour power (people's capacity to fabour) for
capitalist enterprise, the latter focusses on setting business
