It is of utmost importance to
awaken his/her (teacher’s) awareness about individual
differences as well as different teaching strategies inside
the classroom for effective learning of the children.

He/she ought to
identify and analyse these problems. The most important

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Summary of the Article

Individual differences as a significant term related to

psychology. Individual differences mean that no two



persons are born exactly alike, rather one differs from the
other in natural endowments. It means children have
different abilities and qualities from each other and are
different in terms of behaviour and creative thinking, etc.
They also differ from each other based on mental,
physical, economical, social, religious, and environmental

aspects.

Individual differences are related to the teaching process.
Therefore, individual differences affect the teaching
methods as well as the learning of the students in the
classroom. For example, in a classroom, students have
different mental levels, unique physical abilities, different
economic conditions, different social and environmental
backgrounds, and sometimes belong to different
religions. All of these individual differences affect

students’ learning in the classroom.

The individual differences vary among the students. For
example, some differ by birth and others have differences
by heredity. Local and regional environments create
individual differences among the students. For example,
the one who lives in a village is different from those who
live in a city. Accidently few students become disabled.

This makes them different from normal students.
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Naturally, some students wish to become doctors, while
others have to become engineers, scholars, teachers,
businessmen, or farmers. The method of teaching and
training of parents and teachers may create individual
differences among the students. The behaviour and the
temper of parents and teachers also cause individual

differences among the students.

Therefore, the responsibility of a teacher is to teach the
students according to their mental requirements. One
teaching style for all in a class is not the right way of
teaching. For the best results of the teaching and training,
the teacher should adopt the method, style, and strategy
of teaching that best suit their differences. Most
educationists say that if a teacher ignores the individual
differences of the students, it may create negative effects
on their personalities. Teaching according to individual
differences is a tiring activity but it is essential for the
blooming of the students. The students are the future of a
nation. Teaching demands that it should be conducted
according to the individual differences among the
students. Due to individual differences, teachers have to
face many problems, i.e., students may mistake,
misbehave or disobey the teacher. But the teacher should

be patient, polite, and cooperative with him. He/she
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should not be harsh to the students nor should he/she
punish them. Students are not conscious of their
misconduct. They do not know how they are behaving.
So it is essential for the teachers not only to get

knowledge about individual differences but should also

get guidance from the life of the Holy Prophet (f%“ )5

who trained the people as a teacher and they followed
him (ﬁ'}“’) The Prophet (ﬁ'}“’) always handled individual

differences among the people during training and
teaching. Normally, people came to him from different
backgrounds in terms of age, race, religion, and social

status. Even some of them misbehaved with the Prophet

(f%‘" ) but he treated them politely and trained them so

they became important members of society. It is the
moral duty of teachers to forgive their students for any

mistake. They should train their students following the

teaching methods of Prophet Muhammad (f%‘" ) and make

the students learn good human morals.

This research provides the teacher community with
awareness of individual differences as well as different
teaching strategies inside the classroom for effective
learning of the children.

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understandable; and propose their solutions in the light
